(2) Student certificate of enrollment from current university
(3) Most recent transcripts
(4 ) Letter of recommendation (written by the University President or Department Head, specifying
the student's name, affiliation, and duration of study)
(5) Documents certifying English or Japanese language proficiency (ex. TOEFL, IELTS or JLPT
score report or other language of education certificate)
However, if your first language is English or your residing country’s official language is
English, you do not need to submit documents to prove your English ability.
(6) Financial statement (designated format)
(7) Health certificate (designated format)
(8) Copy of passport
(9) Photographs (height 4cm x width 3cm)
(1 0) Application for certificate of eligibility (designated format) (submit in excel format)
(1 1) Pledge for security export control (designated format)
- Please complete the documents in either Japanese or English.

- If false information is found on the application documents, the acceptance may be changed and the



student may be requested to return to his or her home country.

- ”Application for certificate of eligibility” is a necessary procedure for those who have been admitted.
We require the document at this stage, but please note that the acceptance has not been decided.

- On top of the above documents, the accepting faculty department may require additional

information from the student.
